Whether you’re visiting - with friends, family or an experienced fisherman,
Kielder Water offers rod bending opportunities for every type of angler, even

those who are brand new to fishing.

With over 2,000 acres of water to explore you can try a
different spot every time you fish. Don’t forget you need a
rod licence in advance of your visit (available from any Post
Office, Kielder Leaplish Waterside Park or online at
www.environment-agency.gov.uk).

Day one - first stop

For any angler, no matter what level of experience, the first
port of call is always Leaplish Waterside Park. Here you can
collect your fishing permit(s) and get the most up-to-date
information. Experienced rangers can tell you where the
best current fishing spots are, some top angler tips and
which types of flies, lures and bait will get the best results. If
you’re new to the sport — try a fishing

starter pack.

Morning

One of the best ways to discover Kielder Water & Forest
Park is to explore it by boat.The reservoir offers
exhilarating boat fishing and there is a fleet of fully
equipped pleasure boats for hire. Spend the morning fishing
on northern Europe’s biggest man-made reservoir.

Lunch

Call into the Boat Inn restaurant and bar at Leaplish
Waterside Park where experiences and tactics are often
shared over a hot meal.

Afternoon

Try a spot of bank fishing — you’ll be spoilt for choice with
access to around 20 miles of shoreline. The most popular
bank spots include: Whickhope, Hawkhope, Beeches Walk,
Tower Knowe Visitor Centre and Matthew’s Linn.

Day two - first stop

Head to Kielder Castle Visitor Centre to obtain a permit
for burn fishing — Kielder Burn and Lewisburn.This fishing
is for native brown trout only. For more information on
the Tyne Angling passport go to
www.tyneriverstrust.org

The Lewis Burn is a delightfully picturesque spot complete
with unique suspension bridge and picnic area. Please note
— you must fish upstream of the footbridge at Lewis Burn
picnic site.

Why not take a picnic and spend the day there or pop back
to Kielder Castle Visitor Centre to have a hearty warming
lunch at The Duke’s Pantry?

Fly-fishing is only permitted during August and September.
There is no bag limit. Terms and conditions apply and
seasonal opening times vary.

Stay for a week or two or just a short break. Two Guests
staying at Kielder Lodges can fish for free (saving around
£20 per permit, excluding boat hire). Extend your stay and
enjoy a multitude of activities and facilities as well as fishing.

Children can fish for free on an adult’s permit (you share
the catch limit). Family permits are available onsite.
