Water Activities for Day Visitors & Holiday Makers

e Calvert Trust Kielder’s new boathouse at Matthew’s Linn offers fully equipped
and accessible water activities for people with disabilities, their family and friends,
and also day visitors. Individuals, families and groups can choose from instructor-led
canoeing, sit-on-top kayaking, sailing and motor cruising to discover parts of Kielder
Water that most just can’t reach!

e Hawkhirst Activity Centre offers kayak, canoe and rowing boat hire with no
experience required, weekends and school holidays from April to September.
