Unless otherwise stated, booking is essential as places are limited. Subject to terms and 
conditions below and payment (by debit/credit card) required in advance. Book early to 
avoid disappointment.

Terms and conditions

The Footfest is jointly organised by Kielder Partnership and Northumberland National Park 
(the “Organiser”) and places are sold subject to the following terms and conditions:

1.  Places are non-refundable and non-transferable.

2. Children must be supervised by an accompanying adult.

3. Family prices constitute a family of 2 adults and 2 children. Child prices are valid for children up  
 to the age of 15.

4. The Organiser reserves the right to cancel an activity due to insufficient numbers or adverse  
 weather. In such cases full refunds will be offered.

5. Participants must bring sturdy footwear, sun screen, insect repellent and suitable, warm, waterproof  
 clothing. The guide reserves the right to refuse participants who are (in his or her opinion) 
 inadequately attired.

6. The Organiser shall not be liable for any loss, injury, damage, action, claim, costs or expenses that  
 may arise as a consequence of participant’s involvement in this event, which is at participant’s own  
 risk. This shall not, however, limit the Organiser's liability for death or personal injury caused by 
 its negligence.

7. Participants must inform the Organiser of any relevant medical conditions at the time of booking.

8. Images may be taken to use in future promotional material and participants consent to this.

9. Kielder Water & Forest Park car parks are subject to a £3 daily parking charge, which is 

 transferable throughout the Park.
